Grant Agreement

This South Carolina 2023 American Rescue Plan Act (“ARPA”) Capital Projects Fund
(“CPF”) 1.0 Broadband Grant Program Grant Agreement (“Agreement”) is by and between the
State of South Carolina (the “State”), acting by and through the South Carolina Office of
Regulatory Staff (“ORS”) and the Office of Broadband Coordinator, an office within the ORS that
is more commonly known as the SC Broadband Office (“SCBBO”), and
«Legal_EntityOrganization_Name», a «Entity_Type» organized under the laws of the state of
«State_Affiliation» (“Grantee”) (individually, a “Party” and collectively, the “Parties”). This
Agreement is effective as of the date of the last signature below (“Effective Date”).

A. WHEREAS, on March 11, 2021, ARPA was signed into law for the purpose of expediting
the country’s recovery from the economic and fealth gffeets of the COVID-19 pandemic;
and

B. WHEREAS, ARPA established the CPF to fund criticahcapital projects that enable work,
education, and health monitoring in respahse to the publichealth emergency; and

C. WHEREAS, the CPF program proyvides‘resources forstate, local, and Tribal governments
to respond to the pandemic and_itS economig effosts, including funds that may be used to
make necessary investments in broadband infrastructure and to address challenges with
broadband accessgaffordabilityyand reliability; and

D. WHEREAS, pursuant to South Carolina Act No. 244 of 2022 (“Act No. 244”), the South
Carolina General Assembly established the ARPA Broadband Account, which consists of
federal funds authorizeehby ARPA, and authorized the Office of Broadband Coordinator
to expend funds from thetARPA Broadband Account to:

1) administer a grant program to expand broadband infrastructure to households,
businesses, and communities in the State that are unserved or underserved by
broadband services;

2) provide technical assistance and coordination;
3) host and participate in stakeholder discussions and advisory groups;

4) support continued mapping efforts including, but not limited to, costs associated
with storage, security, and data collection;

5) engage in and undertake such other activities related to or necessary to fulfilling the
requirements of expanding broadband infrastructure to households, businesses, and
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communities in the State that are unserved or underserved by broadband services;

6) expend funds for alternative and enabling technologies including, but not limited
to, wireless broadband service, low earth orbit satellite, middle-mile fiber,
enhanced cellular service, and carrier neutral broadband infrastructure; and

7) reimburse any state funds as may be allowed by ARPA, or related guidance issued
by the United States Department of the Treasury (the “U.S. Treasury”), for
reasonable costs associated with administering the grant program and fulfilling the
Office of Broadband Coordinator’s obligations established by Act No. 244; and

E. WHEREAS, ORS created the South Carolina 2023 ARPA CPF 1.0 Broadband Grant
Program (the “Program™) to expand broadband infrastructure in South Carolina in
accordance with Act No. 244; and

F. WHEREAS, on February 8, 2022, South Caralina signedithe Notice of Award accepting
CPF funding contingent upon ORS submitting an-@approved plan; and, on March 7, 2023
the U.S. Department of the Treasury announcedthe?CRF award to'South Carolina; and

G. WHEREAS, in reliance upon the represeftations and certifieations contained in Grantee’s
South Carolina 2023 ARPA CPF [ Broadband Grant Program Application (the
“Application”) and subject to the execution of this Agreement and an evaluation to prevent
duplication of facilities, ORS has approved amgaward for the disbursement of funds (as
further defined in_@and“subject to<the terms and conditions of Section IlI.A of this
Agreement as the“Grant”) 10 \Grantegypursuant to the terms and conditions of this
Agreement and fer the deployment.and delivery of a broadband infrastructure project (the
“Project”) as morenparticularly described in Exhibit A, and Exhibit A Attachment 1,
located within the boundaries of'€ertain specified Census Blocks (“Project Area”), as more
particularly described t Exhibits L, and M, and which Grant funds are to be used by
Grantee in conformity with'the requirements and provision of this Agreement; and

H. WHEREAS, Grantee is required to submit to ORS an Application for Disbursement
(Exhibit D), an Affidavit of Completion (Exhibit D, Attachment 1), a Project Closeout
Attestation (Exhibit D, Attachment 2) a Davis Bacon Certification (Exhibit D, Attachment
3) and Build America, Buy America Certification (Exhibit D, Attachment 4), in order to
seek payment of the Grant upon completion of the Project; and

I. WHEREAS, Grantee represents and affirms that:

1) Grantee has examined and is fully familiar with all the provisions of this
Agreement;

2) Grantee does not seek to and will not utilize the Grant funds awarded pursuant to
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the Program and this Agreement to overbuild facilities of an existing broadband
provider that reliably provides internet service achieving at least minimum speeds
of 25 megabits per second (“Mbps”) download and 3 Mbps upload;

3) Grantee agrees and understands to the extent grantee is considering deploying
broadband to locations where there are existing enforceable federal or state funding
commitments for reliable wireline service at speeds of at least 100 Mbps of
download speed and 20 Mbps of upload speed, the Grantee must ensure that the
CPF grant funding will not be used for costs that will be reimbursed by the other
federal or state funding stream(s). That is, CPF grant funds must be used only for
complementary purposes. Grantee must ensure there is additional public benefit
and must provide justification for using additional public funding to deploy to those
locations;

4) Grantee shall utilize the Grant funds for the purposes of providing or making
available broadband service to all homes, businessesyand communities within the
Project Area and in existence at the time this /Agreemenbjis@xecuted:;

5) Grantee has satisfied itself as to thefpature,and logation of the Project, the general
and local conditions to be encountered jih the, performance of the Project, and all
other matters that can in anyaway.affectthe workror the cost thereof; and

6) As of the execution of thiS‘Agreement,;‘Grantee is registered with the State and State
Fiscal Accountability Authority, (“SFAA”) as a vendor and has received a South
Carolinagrendor numberfrom SEAA.

7) As of the exeeution of this Agreement, Grantee has an active SAM.gov registration,
a Unique Entity iD (“UES) number, and has no exclusion record on SAM.gov.

8) Grantee is required®#0 maintain their SAM.gov information and must ensure all
identification numbers provided are active throughout the entire grant period of
performance.

J.WHEREAS, all expenditures, reimbursements, and grants awarded by the Office of
Broadband Coordinator must be in compliance with ARPA CPF and the methods and
guidance issued by the U.S. Treasury for the allocation and oversight of ARPA CPF
funding; and

K. WHEREAS, the Parties’ desire to enter into this Agreement for the purpose of setting
forth the terms and conditions upon which Grantee shall render the Project to ORS.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, the promises and mutual
covenants and agreements contained herein, and other valuable consideration, the receipt and
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sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the Parties agree as follows:

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

. Grantee shall furnish all necessary management, supervision, labor, materials, tools,

supplies, equipment, software, services, engineering, testing, and/or any other act or thing
required to perform and complete the Project in a full and diligent manner. The Project is
more particularly described in Exhibits A (the “Project Description”), L, and M, attached
hereto and incorporated herein by reference. The Grant funds authorized and approved by
this Agreement will not be disbursed by ORS until the Project is complete and Grantee has
satisfied all other terms and conditions of this Agreement. The Project must be in an
unserved or partially served area.

Unserved areas are defined as households that lack aceess to a wireline connection capable
of reliably delivering at least minimum speeds of 25 Mbps download and 3 Mbps upload.
Priority must be given to unserved areas with nocurrentInternet Service Provider, Difficult
Development Areas as identified by U.S. Housingand Urban:Development, census blocks
that have a high concentration of unserved public K-12student households as documented
by the South Carolina Department of Educationjhand Main Street eligible service areas.
Grantee acknowledges that it is prohibited from seeking any contribution in aid of
construction from individual consumers for theareas eovered by this grant.

The Project shall begubjecttopand performed in accordance with, this Agreement and all
applicable local state, and federahlaws,tules, regulations, and requirements including, but
not limited to, the xequirements of ARPA CPF and any associated U.S. Treasury guidelines
or guidance. Withautylimiting the foregoing, the responsibilities of Grantee shall include,
but are not limited to,the,following:

1) Making available to"ORS, upon request, all project plans, documents, and data,
including but not limited to the Project’s engineering, planning, or design activities.

2) Installing broadband infrastructure and delivering service upon reasonable request
in the approved areas designated in Exhibits A, L, and M (“Project Area”), to all
existing homes and businesses located in the Project Area.

3) Ensuring broadband infrastructure and associated equipment is designed to reliably
deliver broadband in the approved Project Area that meets or exceeds symmetrical
download and upload speeds of 100/100 megabits per second (“Mbps”) through
wireline technology; provided, however, if such speeds are not practicable because
of geography, topography, or excessive costs, the Project shall be designed to
deliver 100/20 Mbps download/upload speeds and be scalable to 100/100 Mbps
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symmetrical download/upload speeds. If not symmetrical, Grantee must provide an
affidavit that such speeds are not practicable and provide support for its assertion
in Exhibit A.

Ensuring broadband infrastructure is completed and operable in accordance with
industry construction standards and engineering best practices.

Supplying, handling, and installing all materials, supplies, and equipment.

Providing construction and installation of all necessary broadband infrastructure
and equipment for the Project. Operation and maintenance of the system is the sole
responsibility of Grantee.

Completing the Project, no later than the project completion date outlined in Exhibit
A (“Project Description™), in accordance asithall other milestone dates outlined in
Exhibit F (“Timeline”). If the Project is not completed by the Project Completion
Date outlined in Exhibit A, Grantee shall\not be entitled to receive funds from the
Program.

Being responsible for and fundifig noless thant«ISP_Percent Word» percent
(«ISP_Percent»%) of the ProjeCt cost; provided that Grantee must certify and
disclose any funding sodrees to fsatisfy, this «ISP_Percent Word» percent
(«ISP_Percent»%) matchineluding the amounts (see Exhibit O).

Researching and complying “with all local, state, or federal laws, codes, or
regulations relative to the\Pkoject.

10) Researchingtand complying with all requirements of any local, state, or federal

agency or jurisdietiongthat regulates or governs the Project, including, but not
limited to, acquiring all necessary permits, licenses, approvals, and agreements.

11) Setting up, identifying, coordinating, providing safe access for, and obtaining all

inspections for Grantee’s work related to the Project, as required by any authorized
agency or applicable code.

12) Obtaining all certifications, licenses, permits, and approval necessary to operate the

Project, and otherwise satisfying all requirements necessary to operate the Project.

13) Participation in the Affordable Connectivity Program (“ACP”) is mandatory for the

life of the ACP. Grantee must also consult with the community on the general
affordability needs of the target markets and include at least one low-cost option
without data usage caps and at speeds of at least 100/20 Mbps. Grantee agrees to
report speed, pricing data, data allowance, and methodology information to ORS as
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such information is required by the U.S. Treasury. In the event the ACP program is
replaced, U.S. Treasury will identify any successor program(s) that service
providers must participate in to meet the affordability requirement.

14) To the extent identified in its Application and relied upon by Grantee in seeking the

Grant, any additional efforts to increase digital literacy, support online training, and
the provision of public access such as wi-fi, the provisions of such options shall be
made a part of and required by this Agreement (see exhibits A and E for specific
contractual obligations).

15) To the extent identified in the Application and relied upon by Grantee in seeking

the Grant, any partnerships with other Internet Service Providers (“ISP”),
cooperatives, or governmental entities, shall be identified in the Application and
are made a part of and required by this Agreement (see exhibits A and E for specific
contractual obligations).

16) Grantee affirms that it will consult with-the SC Department of Transportation,

electric utilities, as well as local water and Sewer utilities as to any possible
efficiencies that can be achieved with"a*Dig Once™approach.

17) Grantee affirms that it will consult with agricultural businesses within the Project

Area to minimize disruptiofn and potential impact of their day-to-day operations.

18) Grantee affigms thatjyence “the, project area is operational, it will maintain the

network, ahd will makerepairs,‘@sneeded, in a timely manner.

19) Grantee affitms that it has the financial stability and resources to complete this CPF

project Granteéyis beingdawarded. Grantee also affirms that it has the financial
stability and resalirces’to complete any grant projects in-progress, and which it
began, as of the award date of this project throughout Grantee’s service footprint
within the United States. Grantee also affirms that for any future projects to which
Grantee applies during this project’s period of performance, that it has the financial
stability and resources to complete this project and the future grant awards Grantee
applies for throughout the nation.

C. Grantee shall comply with all requirements of this Agreement. Where there is a conflict
between two or more requirements of this Agreement, the more stringent requirements
shall govern.

ARPA CPF REQUIREMENTS

A. Compliance with ARPA and Other Laws. Grantee acknowledges and agrees that, in

addition to compliance with other federal, state, and local laws, the Projects shall comply
with the requirements set forth in ARPA, CPF, Act No. 244, and any rules, guidance, or
reporting documentation published by the U.S. Treasury, (See Exhibit I).
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B. Compliance with CPF and Other Laws. Grantee acknowledges and certifies that the Project
will be funded in part by the U.S. Treasury’s Capital Projects Fund (“CPF”), and confirms
that this project will meet an eligible use of these funds, as defined by CPF Statute, program
guidelines and related guidance from the US Treasury, and this project also will comply
with all applicable federal, state, and local regulations, laws and executive orders.

C. False Statements. Grantee understands that making false statements or claims in connection
with this award is a violation of federal law and may result in criminal, civil, or
administrative sanctions, including fines, imprisonment, civil damages and penalties,
debarment from participating in federal awards or contracts, and/or any other remedy
available by law.

D. Publications. Any publications produced with funds from this award must display the
following language: "This project [is being] [was] suppoxted, in whole or in part, by the
South Carolina Office of Regulatory Staff (ORS) thraugh, a federal grant award [Federal
Award Identification Number (FAIN) CPFFNOI89} by<the U.S. Department of the
Treasury."

E. Increasing Seat Belt Use in the United States. Pursuant te Executive Order 13043, 62
FR19217 (Apr. 8, 1997), contractors should encourage its staff and any subcontractors to
adopt and enforce on-the-job seat belt policies and programs for their employees when
operating company-owned, rented,or personally owned vehicles.

F. Reducing Text Messaging While Driwing. Pursuant to Executive Order 13513, 74 FR
51225 (Oct. I, 2009), Contractor shouldiéncourage its employees, and subcontractors to
adopt and enforeeypolicies that ban text messaging while driving, and contractor should
establish workplacesafety policigs to decrease accidents caused by distracted drivers.

G. Necessary Investments inlBr@éadband Infrastructure. Grantee acknowledges and agrees that
the funds provided pursuantto this Agreement shall be used to make necessary investments
in broadband infrastructure. For the purposes of this Agreement, a “necessary investment
in broadband infrastructure” is defined as one that is (1) responsive to an identified need to
achieve or maintain an adequate minimum level of service and that may include a
reasonable projection of increased need, whether due to population growth or otherwise;
and (2) a cost-effective means for meeting that need, which takes into account available
alternatives.

H. Labor Standards. Grantee acknowledges and agrees that all contracts related to the Project
that are (1) in excess of $100,000; and (2) involve employment with mechanics or laborers
must include a provision for compliance with 40 U.S.C. 3702 and 3704 of the Contract
Work Hours and Safety Standards Act, as supplemented by U.S. Department of Labor
regulations (29 CFR Part 5), and 2 CFR 200, Appendix I1.
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Environmental and Other Generally Applicable Requirements. Grantee acknowledges and
agrees that the Project must (1) comply with applicable federal, state, and local law
including environmental and permitting laws and regulations; and (2) be technically sound
to meet or exceed engineering and construction industry standards and associated best
practices.

ARPA Requirements. Grantee acknowledges and agrees that the Project will (1) prioritize
investments in fiber-optic infrastructure wherever feasible and focus on projects that
deliver a physical broadband connection by prioritizing projects that achieve last mile
connections or ensure funded middle mile projects have commitments in place to support
new and/or improved last mile service; (2) include affordability options and that Grantee
shall participate in ACP for the life of ACP; and (3) prioritize support for local networks
owned, operated, or affiliated with local governments, nonprofits, and cooperatives.

K. Qualifying Affordability Plan. Grantee shall pagticipate iIn"/ACP for the life of ACP and its
successor for the Project Area awarded as partiof, this Grant in addition to providing an
affordable high-speed Internet plan option that¢does not includéyan income threshold
requirement. Grantee shall consult with the communityen the general affordability needs
of the target markets and include at least one"fow-eost option,without data usage caps with
a minimum speed of 100/20 Mbps. Grantee agrges to report Speed, pricing, data allowance,
and methodology information to ORS:

L. Existing Funding Commitments.“Te, the extent"the Project will deploy broadband to
locations where there are existing enfarceable federal or state funding commitments for
reliable serviceds defined in Section 1.A(3) of this Agreement, Grantee must and agrees to
ensure that the Project is designed to address an identified need for additional broadband
investment that is n@tmet by existing federal or state funding commitments. Grantee also
acknowledges and agreesithat these funds will not be used for costs that will be reimbursed
by other federal or statecfunding streams. CPF grant funds must be used only for
complementary purposes. Grantee must ensure there is additional public benefit and a
justification for using additional public funding to deploy to those locations.

M. Build America, Buy America Act. Grantee acknowledges that CPF contractors may be
subject to the Build America, Buy America Act (“BABAA”) preference requirements set
forth in section 70914 of Public Law No. 117-58, Sections 70901-52 (“Infrastructure
Investment and Jobs Act”) when CPF award funds are used on an infrastructure project in
conjunction with funds from other federal programs that require compliance with the Buy
America Preference requirements. Grantee is required to provide the ORS with the source
of funds used on the infrastructure project(s), and, if applicable, whether Build America,
Buy America requirements were followed. See Exhibit D, Attachment 4 and Exhibit O.
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N. Domestic Preferences in Procurement. Grantee shall, to the extent practicable and
consistent with applicable law under the CPF award, provide a preference for the
procurement or use of goods, products, or materials produced in the United States as
described in 2 C.F.R. §200.322 and Executive Order 14005 Ensuring the Future is Made
in All of America by All of America's Workers (January 25, 2021) See Exhibit D,
Attachment 4 and Exhibit O.

O. Equipment and Cybersecurity. Grantee acknowledges and agrees that it is prohibited from
using Grant funds to procure or obtain any covered telecommunication and video
surveillance services or equipment as described in 2 CFR 200.216 including covered
telecommunication and video surveillance services or equipment provided or produced by
entities owned or controlled by the People’s Republie, of China and telecommunications
equipment produced by Huawei Technologiegt Company or ZTE Corporation (or any
subsidiary or affiliate of such entities).

P. NEPA. Grantee acknowledges that the Prejectiand the funds provided pursuant to this
Agreement may be subject to the National Environmental Peficy Act, 42 U.S.C.A. 8§ 4321
et seq. (“NEPA”) if the Project also s> funded by other federal financial assistance
programs.

Q. Davis-Bacon Act. Grantee‘acknowledges that the Project and the funds provided pursuant
to this Agreementimay be subjectto thereguirements of the Davis-Bacon Act, 40 U.S.C.A.
88 3141 et seq~(*Pavis-Bacon Act!) or related state requirements if funds are used on a
construction projeet in conjunction with funds from another federal program that requires
enforcement of the Dawvis-Bacoml Act. See Exhibit N.

R. Reporting. Grantee acknowledges they will comply with all existing and future reporting
requirements, guidelines, and associated guidance established by the U.S. Treasury and the
SCBBO for ARPA CPF reporting and compliance as referenced in Exhibit 1. Grantee
acknowledges that any such information required to be reported pursuant to this section
may be publicly disclosed.

S. “Investments in Capital Projects must be carried out in ways that comply with applicable
federal laws, including the 2019 National Defense Authorization Act (NDAA). Among
other requirements contained in 2 C.F.R. Part 200, 2 C.F.R. 200.216 implements certain
provisions of the NDAA and contains prohibitions on the use of grant funds to procure or
obtain certain telecommunications and video surveillance services or equipment provided
or produced by designated entities, including certain entities owned or controlled by the
People’s Republic of China. In addition, 2 C.F.R. 200.471 provides that certain
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telecommunications and video surveillance costs associated with 2 C.F.R. 200.216 are
unallowable.” (Guidance, page 4)

. “In order to carry out its enforcement responsibilities under Title VI of the Civil Rights

Act, Treasury will collect and review information from [ORS] to ascertain their compliance
with the applicable requirements before and after providing financial assistance. Treasury’s
implementing regulations, 31 C.F.R. part 22, and the Department of Justice (DOJ)
regulations, Coordination of Non-discrimination in Federally Assisted Programs, 28 C.F.R.
part 42, provide for the collection of data and information from [ORS] (see 28 C.F.R.
42.406). Treasury may request that [ORS] submit data for post-award compliance reviews,
including information such as a narrative describing their Title VI compliance status.”

GRANT

A. Grant Amount. In consideration of the various obligations 1@ e aindertaken by Grantee

pursuant to this Agreement, ORS awards Grantee with Programfunds in an amount equal
to the lesser of 1) «SCBBO_Request»
(«South_Carolina_ARPA_Broadband_Grant_Prog»)er 2) <KORS_Percent_Word» percent
(«ORS_Percent»%) of the Eligible EXpenses yelated tothe Project as described in Exhibits
referenced in this agreement (the 2Grant”), foratotal Structure count of «Total_Structures»,
and a total project costgofacTotal_Cost» («Tetal Project Cost_Amount»). The terms
“Eligible Expenses®and “Ineligible Expenses” shall have the meaning defined in Exhibit
B to this Agreement.

1) Grantee agrees,to use Grant funds for Eligible Expenses related to the Project
described in Exhibits A¢L, and M, and only in the approved Project Area. The term
“Project Area” shall mean the 2020 U.S. Census Blocks published by the SCBBO
for the ARPA CPF grant program that represent eligible areas for broadband
investment.

2) Grantee agrees to document and follow through on strategies to bolster
Community-based Broadband Adoption and Use with an emphasis on enabling
work, telehealth monitoring, education, and economic development as described in
Exhibit A.

3) Grantee agrees to adhere to the South Carolina Universal Service Broadband
Requirement. The term Universal Service Broadband Requirement shall mean all
existing Broadband Serviceable Locations (BSL’s), whether recognized by the
Federal Communications Commission and present in the FCC BSL fabric or not,
in the Project Area must be served in a manner that is non-discriminatory, at speeds
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or technology equal to or greater than the minimum required in this agreement, and
without additional construction or startup costs to the customer. New development
occurring after a notice to proceed is issued for this agreement is excluded from
this provision.

Grantee acknowledges the FCC BSL fabric data is updated on a 6-month cycle,
which may impact the structures that are represented in the project area. Due to this
known issue a policy already developed under ARPA State Local Fiscal Recovery
Fund grant program will be repurposed by the SCBBO that will address versioning
of FCC BSL fabric data and any variance which may occur on the number and
location of BSL’s outlined in Exhibits A, L, and M. A final reconciled post-
construction list of BSL’s, which take into account any variance in BSL data
published by the FCC throughout the project’s period of performance, must be
reported for the project area to the SCBBO,pri@hto final payment. Upon completion
of the project, BSL’s must also be reporged as serviceable during the next available
filing period to the FCC.

Grant funds authorized by ORS under,this Agreement shall not be used for or to
reimburse any Ineligible Expensesd@and any,operating, expenses not directly related
to the construction of the Project; Including, but not limited to, leases of any kind,
franchise costs of any kindgthe provision ofi customer devices (handsets, laptops,
tablets, etc.), bandwidth ¥ Spectrum expenses, salaries, or overhead not directly
related to theeonstruction @fithe Project. Grant funds may not be used for or to
reimburse&xpenses related toithe purchase or construction of towers, land, or
buildings, or for building)renovations, tower upgrades, or the acquisition of
facilities @r eompanies. Grant funds also may not be used to purchase equipment
that is depreciable and has a useful life after project completion, unless it is part of
the facilities used to,deliver the broadband service (e.g., fiber, conduit, electronics,
etc.).

B. Authorized Use of Grant Funds.

1) Grant funds may only be used for purposes authorized and allowed by this

Agreement, for payment to Grantee for Eligible Expenses upon completion of the
Project, or for such other purposes described under “Eligible Grant Purposes” in
Exhibit B. “Eligible Expenses” are those expenses incurred by a Grantee as a direct
result of the duties and obligations imposed upon Grantee by the terms of this
Agreement to complete a Project.

Expenses incurred by Grantee not in furtherance of its duties and obligations under
this Agreement to complete a Project, including, but not limited to, any expenses
incurred to deploy broadband infrastructure in any location outside of the Project
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Area, shall constitute “Ineligible Expenses” hereunder for which Grantee shall
receive no reimbursement.

Grantee’s ability to receive the Grant funds shall be governed by the provisions of
this Agreement. All costs incurred by Grantee before the Effective Date and
issuance of the Notice to Proceed are incurred voluntarily, at Grantee’s risk, and
upon its own credit and expense.

C. Matching Funds Requirements. Grantee is required to contribute a match towards the

Project that is a minimum of «ISP_Percent_Word» percent («ISP_Percent»%) of the total
Project cost and is required to disclose the source of those funds in Exhibits D Attachment
4, and Exhibit O.

D. Disbursement of the Grant. ORS shall disburse Grant funds to Grantee, subject to

completion of Exhibit D, and Exhibit D Atta¢hbmentsf1-4 (where applicable), to the
satisfaction of ORS.

Upon completion of the Project, Grantee shall Submit:

c. Asummary of expensesand summary statistics, (as defined in Section 111.D(2)
below);

d. Detailed invoice(s) provided certified, on company letterhead, signed by the
President, Chief Executive Officer, or Chief Financial Officer, and delivered
by electronic means to the ORS Manager of Finance.

By submitting an Application for Disbursement, Affidavit of Completion, and
other documentation referenced above, Grantee certifies or affirms that the
necessary work has been completed, that the Eligible Expenses related to the
Project are authorized and allowable for determining the amount of Grant funds to
be disbursed pursuant to this Agreement, and that Grantee is entitled to the
disbursement of Grant funds pursuant to this Agreement.

2) An Application for Disbursement shall identify the total number of structures listed

in Exhibit A to be served, the total number of structures that have service available,
and the corresponding percent of structures served. Grantee must provide a
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calculation of the total linear feet of all fiber and/or cable used in the construction
of the middle/last mile fiber (excluding drops to businesses or homes). Statistics
provided should closely align with GIS Shapefile deliverables. In addition, Grantee
shall provide a summary of all expenses that were incurred throughout the Project
and that are authorized and allowable for reimbursement pursuant to this
Agreement in the format required by ORS.

ORS, in its sole discretion, may authorize the disbursement of funds on a percent
completion basis calculated as: Total Number of Structures Available to be Served
divided by Total Number of Structures to be Completed as indicated in Exhibit A.

ORS will not authorize disbursement of funds until, in its sole discretion, sufficient
documentation is received showing the facilities are active within the Project Area.

ORS will not authorize late fees to Grantegand Gfantee shall not be entitled to any
late fees on the compensation due to Grantee sinder the terms of this Agreement.

Grantee shall pay its subcontractor(s), if any. @RS and‘the State have no liability
for payment to any subcontractors utilizéd by Grantee.

ORS will not authorize full payment offfunds if,.Grantee withholds retainage from
any subcontractors.

Except as excuséd bysa force majeure event (see Section X), in the event the Project
is not completed by the RProject Completion Date, Grantee shall not be entitled to
received Grant funds fram the “Program, shall withdraw any request for a
disbursement,of Grant funds pursuant to this Agreement, and shall agree to waive
any claims to@disbursement of Grant funds from the Program.

ORS has the right®to'withhold or deny the disbursement of Grant funds if ORS
determines, in its sole discretion, that Grantee failed to perform or complete the
Project. ORS shall have the right at any time to request that Grantee provide
additional supporting documentation with any request for payment. ORS will
authorize the disbursement of any withheld or denied funds upon Grantee
remedying an issue that resulted in the withholding or denial of Grant funds to
ORS’s satisfaction and in ORS’s sole discretion.

10) If ORS determines, in its sole discretion, that Grantee failed to perform or complete

the Project, ORS retains the right to pursue any legal remedy, including, but not
limited to, the recoupment or clawback of the Grant, whether pursuant to 31 C.F.R.
§ 35.10 or otherwise, and to the extent applicable, any costs and attorneys’ fees
expended or incurred by ORS in pursuing such legal remedies.
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11) Throughout the duration of the Project, ORS, in its sole and absolute discretion, has
the right to review the status of the Project. Grantee acknowledges and agrees that
ORS has final discretion as to the determination of the Project completion and its
compliance with this Agreement, and that ORS also has the sole right and option,
to disburse a portion of the Grant amount, which portion shall be determined by
ORS if the Project fails to fully satisfy the terms of this Agreement. For example,
if the approved project identified 2,000 households/businesses could be served but
if ORS, in its sole discretion, determines that only 50% of the Project is completed
(i.e., only 1,000 households/businesses have broadband service available), ORS, in
its sole discretion, may, but shall not be required to, limit the disbursement to the
lesser of (a) 50% of the Grant amount, or (b) 50% of eligible expenses, subject to
the agreed upon Project match. Notwithstanding this Section, however, ORS retains
the right, and Grantee hereby agrees, that ORS may deny and withhold any
disbursement of Grant funds in the eventdhe Prejéet is not fully completed by the
Completion Date. Failure to complete [priority-areas outlined in Exhibit L and
Exhibit M, may result in forfeiture of.Grant funding and the obligation to
reimburse to ORS any Grant funds previously disbursed to the Grantee.

12) The disbursement of the Grant fun@ds shall be the onlyand the complete payment to
Grantee for all expenses, of whatever mature, incurred by Grantee and claimed as
Eligible Expenses under this Agreemgnt.

Grantees must provide
copies of BDC timestamped submission confirmations (PDF) from the FCC to the
SCBBO for review and approval prior to the release of the retainage.

E. Recovery of Funds. No Grant funds will be disbursed to Grantee or otherwise owing to
Grantee in the event the Project cannot be completed by the Project Completion Date or in
the event that broadband service is not available by the Project Completion Date; provided,
however, that ORS has the right and the option, in its sole discretion, to disburse a portion
of the Grant amount, which portion shall be determined by ORS in its sole discretion, if the
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Project fails to fully satisfy the terms of this Agreement in ORS’ sole discretion.

COMPLETION OF THE PROJECT; INSPECTION DURING CONSTRUCTION;
CHANGES

. Project Completion. Grantee shall complete the project in accordance with this agreement

and all associated exhibits. Grantee shall complete the Project no later than the Project
Completion Date. A final quarterly report is due on 30 days after Project Completion, as
outlined in Exhibit A. Grantee shall complete the Project within the term of this Agreement
and shall meet all established schedules, deliverables, and deadline requirements. U.S.
Treasury requires Grantee to perform speed and latency tests from the customer premises
of an active subscriber to a remote test server at an end-point consistent with the
requirements for a FCC-designated IXP. In addition, 95 percent of latency measurements
during testing windows must fall at or below 100 milliseconds round-trip time (See Exhibit
K). Upon project completion, Grantee shall proyvide retail broadband service in the project
area. Grantee shall verify and accept all structuresyin€ludingabut not limited to missing or
present FCC Broadband Serviceable Locationswithin the ‘project,area and will verify
structure addresses are searchable through their onlimeaservice Signup search portal (as
applicable) prior to project closeout. Grantées must report availability for the project area
through the FCC bi-annual data submission pro€ess, including any missing or improperly
attributed BSL structures as part of their tpdate.

. Coordination. Grantee shathprovide ORS with'seheduling information in a form acceptable

to ORS, includinggany changes, madesby ORS to the Project schedule. Grantee shall
coordinate its wark with that of‘alhcontragtors, subcontractors, and suppliers so as not to
delay or prevent'suecessful complétion of the Project by the Project Completion Date.

C. Inspection. ORS is responsiblefor monitoring and overseeing Grantees’ use of funds and

other activities related to“the award to ensure that Grantee complies with the applicable
statutory and regulatory requirements, and the terms and conditions of the award pursuant
to 2 CFR 200.332. As a result, ORS and the State, their agents, and their employees shall
be allowed to inspect the Project during construction and upon completion.

D. Changes. ORS has sole discretion and must approve in writing any proposed changes to the

Project or any other term of this Agreement, including modifications to the scope of work
or modifications involving carrying out Project activities in a geographic area other than
the approved Project Area through an executed amendment of the original agreement
between the Grantee and ORS. Grantee shall notify ORS and resubmit GIS Shapefiles,
should the proposed 2020 census blocks, fiber/cable lines, or homes and businesses to be
served changes throughout the lifecycle of the Project. See Exhibit K.

. Time is of the Essence. Time shall be of the essence as to all dates and times of performance
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contained in this Agreement. Grantee shall comply with all applicable deadlines set forth in
Exhibit F and Exhibit A.

F. Deliverables. In addition to a fully functional Broadband network built in accordance with
engineering best practices and associated industry standards within the Project Area,
Grantee is responsible for providing as-built or record set data in GIS shapefile format,
depicting the final layout of Broadband lines, homes, and businesses. The horizontal
accuracy of the GIS data must be within reasonable parameters and will be used to verify
quantities of materials purchased to build out the Project Area. Over the course of the
Project and prior to Project Completion, Grantee must provide geotagged photographs of
active construction that occurred within the Project Area, in addition to geotagged
photographs of Broadband Internet speed test data demonstrating speeds meet or exceed
minimum upload and download requirements outlined in this Agreement, which will be
used for quality assurance by ORS prior to payment anthfonpurposes of meeting any future
federal audits and associated reporting. Grantee’s submission to ORS of geotagged
photographs, speed tests, and/or line work of Breadband infrastructure located outside of
the geographic bounds of the Project Area shall“Create a rebuttable presumption that
Grantee’s costs associated therewith constituteglneligible Expenses, as defined herein. As a
result, for expenses submitted for reimbursement,; ORS, intS)sole discretion, may disallow
costs on a pro-rata basis to only include lo€ationsyinside the Project Area. A post-
construction list of addresses alopg”with gpeed and latency tests for consumers that
subscribe to service, as well as a‘completed project closeout checklist is required prior to
payment (See ExhibitgK).

V. STATE REQUIREMENTS

Grantee shall comply withéand shall require any individual, organization, or other entity with
whom it subcontracts, subgrants,or subleases for the purpose of providing any service, financial
aid, equipment, property, or structure’to comply with all applicable laws and regulations, whether
or not cited or referenced in this Agreement.

A. Compliance by Grantee with Laws & Regulations. In connection with this Grant, Grantee
agrees to comply with all statutes, laws, regulations, and orders of federal, State, county,
or municipal authorities that impose any obligations or duty upon Grantee, including, but
not limited to, all applicable labor laws, workers compensation requirements, and
requirements to acquire any and all necessary permits. If it is later determined that Grantee
did not comply with all statutes, laws, regulations, and orders of federal, State, county, or
municipal authorities, ORS retains the right to pursue any legal remedy, including, but not
limited to, the recoupment or clawback of the Grant, whether pursuant to 31 C.F.R. 8 35.10
or otherwise, and to the extent applicable, any costs and attorneys’ fees expended or
incurred by ORS in pursuing such legal remedies.
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B. Drug and Alcohol-Free Workplace. Grantee shall comply with applicable requirements in
the State of South Carolina Drug Free Workplace pursuant to Title 44, Chapter 107 of the
South Carolina Code of Laws, as amended.

C. South Carolina Underground Facility Damage Prevention Act. Grantee shall comply with
and shall require its employees, contractors, and subcontractors to comply with the
applicable requirements in the South Carolina Underground Facility Damage Prevention
Act pursuant to Title 58, Chapter 36 of the South Carolina Code of Laws, as amended
(“Underground Facility Damage Prevention Act”). If Grantee, its employees, contractors,
or subcontractors engage in grossly negligent, willful, or intentional misconduct that results
in a violation of the Underground Facility Damage Prevention Act or noncompliance with
the Underground Facility Damage Prevention Act, Grantee’s Project may be subject to
being defunded up to 25%, and a complaint may be filed with the Attorney General, which
may result in a fine pursuant to S.C. Code Ann. § 58+36-120. A list of contractors that will
support this aspect of the Grantees project must be pravided to the SCBBO. (See Exhibit
G).

D. Non-Discrimination. Grantee may not discriminate ‘against and hereby certifies that it
prohibits discrimination against and will aot diseriminate;against any person on the basis
of race, color, religion, ancestry, creed; natiogal ‘arigin, sex, marital status, physical or
mental handicap, sexual orientatiopff@r age in any aspect of its operations. Grantee shall
comply with applicable federal,&State, and local laws regarding discrimination and equal
opportunity in employmeéntpincluding,but not fimited to:

1) Titles \Vfand V11 of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended; and
2) The Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, as amended.

E. Marketing and Public "Awareness Campaign. Grantee shall not market Broadband
infrastructure constructed under this grant at speeds less than the minimum standard as
defined by the FCC through December 31, 2031.

F. Restrictions on Use of Funding.

1) It is understood and agreed between the Parties that the Grant funds disbursed
pursuant to this Agreement are not to be used to overbuild another existing
broadband provider or to reimburse expenses related to overbuilding another
existing broadband provider. To the extent Grantee learns after execution of this
Agreement that another provider is providing broadband service in the approved
Project Area as of the date this Agreement is executed, Grantee shall advise ORS
and agrees either 1) to work with ORS in good faith to amend this Agreement to
include other unserved areas that are within the scope of the Program, or 2) to
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withdraw its request for Grant funding. Notwithstanding the above, in areas with
broadband service at less than the standards defined by the Federal
Communications Commission (“FCC”) (reliably 25/3 Mbps download/upload
speeds), Grant funds may be disbursed to Grantee to advance broadband service in
those areas.

2) Grantee acknowledges and understands that expenses related to drops either to
homes or businesses located outside of the Project Area through which Grantee is
building main line fiber/cable to reach unserved locations in the Project Areas
(Exhibit M), as identified in this Agreement will be deemed Ineligible Expenses as
defined herein. ISPs are allowed to connect those locations upon Project
Completion, though any such interconnection work shall fall outside the terms of
this Agreement.

3) Where there is an identified need gor additional broadband infrastructure
investment that is not met by existing fedéral @ristate funding commitments,
Grantee may provide in its Application suchyinformation.and ORS shall consider
whether serving these households and_businesses,may require a holistic approach
that provides service to a wider aréa in“order to ‘make ongoing service of certain
households or businesses within the seryicearea economical.

2) The use of Grant funds for any purpose other than as provided in this Agreement
or to reimburse any expenses other than those related to the Project;
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3) The failure to complete the Project by the Project Completion Date or as set forth
in the Agreement, or otherwise unsatisfactory performance or completion of the
Project, as determined by ORS in its sole discretion;

4) Grantee’s bankruptcy, insolvency, or the dissolution or liquidation of Grantee’s
business organization or assets;

5) Failure to submit any report or submission of an incomplete report required
hereunder;

6) Failure to submit expenses by due dates and in the format as determined and
requested by ORS;

7) Failure to maintain, or permit access to, the records required hereunder;

8) Failure to perform any of the other coyenantssand,conditions of this Agreement,
including but not limited to, failure t@»e@mplete ithe Project by the Project
Completion Date;

9) A change in Grantee’s staffing cap@acity‘that adversely affects Grantee’s ability to
complete the Project by the Project Completion,Date, in the sole discretion of ORS.

10) Except as provided in Segtion X, where ORS determines that meaningful progress
is not occurringg@RS shallprovide noticeand if Grantee does not cure as set forth
in subsectigh B, ORS‘may terminate this agreement.

ORS shall give'Grantee written natice of an Event of Default, and Grantee shall have thirty
(30) calendar days from the date of such notice to cure the default. Upon the occurrence of
an Event of Default that eontindes beyond the thirty (30) day cure period, ORS shall have
the right to terminate “this "Agreement immediately by written notice to Grantee.
Notwithstanding the above or anything in this Agreement to the contrary, upon the
occurrence of an Event of Default under this Agreement involving Grantee’s bankruptcy,
insolvency, or the dissolution or liquidation of Grantee’s business organization or assets,
ORS shall be entitled and have the right to immediately terminate this Agreement, without
notice or a cure period.

Should, as a result,of Grantee’s failure to cure an Event of Default!, ORS be denied
federal funds, them Grantee agrees to complete the Project as required by this
Agreement at the sole expense of Grantee and with no cost to ORS; and

10) In addition to exercising any or all of the rights and remedies contained in this

Agreement, ORS at any time may proceed to protect and enforce all rights available
to ORS by suit in equity, action at law, or by any other appropriate proceedings, all
of which shall survive the termination of this Agreement.

VIiIl. TERMINATION

ORS may terminate this Agreement without penalty or legal liability upon written notice of
Grantee’s breach of any term, condition, requirement, or provision of this Agreement, if such

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made by a third party or an Indemnitee. Indemnitee shall notify Grantee in writing within a
reasonable period of time after Indemnitee first receives written notice of any action.

Part of the administratiomyand disbursement of funds to applicants includes verifying the scope
requirements outlined in ‘eontractual agreements between ORS and an ISP have been met in
accordance with provisions detailed in each agreement. Simply stated, ORS, their contractors,
and/or agents must verify the ISP is"honoring their contractual obligation to install Broadband
Infrastructure in predetermined, mutually agreed upon Census Blocks.

To ensure broadband infrastructure investments meet current and future cases and to promote
