	Text58: For over 70 years, Hargray has been connecting customers to each other and the world, growing from a local phone company with roots in Beaufort County, South Carolina, to an industry leader providing residential, business, enterprise, and carrier wholesale communications services including a robust suite of Internet, TV, phone, and managed services in a growing set of markets in the Southeastern United States. Hargray is committed to delivering the most advanced technology with unmatched reliability over a fiber network. Hargray has been providing robust broadband service to its subscribers for more than a decade using hybrid fiber coax (HFC) technology and significantly expanded its fiber offerings in 2015 as noted below. Prior to this residential fiber expansion, Hargray had been providing fiber-based services to businesses for multiple decades.
As the nation’s leading wireless carriers migrated to 4G infrastructure, Hargray became an industry leader providing a pure fiber-based wide area network (WAN) to cellular towers throughout the region. By 2014, Hargray had secured contracts from all the major wireless companies to supply fiber connectivity to hundreds of carrier sites across Beaufort, Jasper, and Hampton counties.
With support from local government and business leaders, Hargray announced plans to bring high-speed Internet services to the area under the Lowcountry Broadband Plan. Construction began in 2015 and continues with the installation of fiber and upgrades to its existing network. Hargray became the first provider to deliver Gig speeds to many residents and businesses in Beaufort and Jasper counties. 

Hargray seeks to improve the lives of people in the communities we serve by providing access to communications services that promote the economic growth and prosperity of the region. Amid the COVID-19 pandemic, Hargray’s purpose of empowering people and communities to connect and thrive has never been more meaningful to our team.  In times of uncertainty, communication is vital to everyone, and Hargray is committed to delivering the highest quality service to keep everyone connected. Hargray signed the Keeping Americans Connected pledge to support customers facing financial hardships due to the pandemic.
In response to Beaufort County’s request at the end of the 2019-2020 school year, Hargray launched a Student Program in March, which provided 60 days of free Internet for families who live within Hargray’s service territory and did not subscribe to Hargray Internet services. Current Hargray customers were offered Internet speed upgrades at special discounts to ensure students and their families had the necessary bandwidth to support the increased demand. Over 2,000 new and existing customers benefitted from the program, allowin
	Text59:  The rural areas outside of Ridgeland are in dire need of access to robust broadband by all its inhabitants.  The access to broadband service is critical for education, healthcare, and to allow remote workers the ability to continue in their employment.  With the world changing the need for adequate broadband speeds for education are necessary for virtual schooling to provide a safe environment for students to continue their education at home.  Telehealth has become an essential need for people to get medical diagnoses and prescriptions filled.  The need to be able to work from home has skyrocketed since COVID-19 and has forced people to telecommute to work.  More people are doing this than ever before and we need to be able to provide this service to our customers.
	Text60: Hargray offerers free internet service to new subscribers will children attending virtual school.  This offer was for 2 months free service and $15 per month thereafter.  We plan a similar process for $10 per month for low- and moderate-income households.  We will migrate these customers to similar programs designed for customers with economic challenges.  
Hargray also offers 24/7 technical support to assist our customers in utilizing our services.  Our experience has shown that many customers experience the same challenges and having a trained staffer available helps us retain the customer by enabling them to fully utilize our services.
Hargray participates in both Lifeline and Emergency Broadband Benefit programs that offer additional discounts to lower the price of broadband to our customers.
